Job Description

Clinical Measurement Scientist (GI)

1. ROLE

1.1 The invasive measurement, recording and monitoring of Gastro- Intestinal (GI)   Function using a variety of techniques and equipment.
1.2 The analysis of patient reports. This may entail highlighting and selecting particular aspects of a recording.

1.3   The ability to use and adopt new advances in technology and equipment.

2.  RESPONSIBILITIES

2.1 To record and monitor the oesophageal and ano-rectal function of patients as requested by a Physician.

2.2 Calibration and maintenance of all equipment which includes sterilisation where necessary.

2.3 Participation in patient care i.e. Preparation and reassurance of patient, intubation of patient.

2.4 Recording of patient details, interpretation of request forms and consenting patients for procedures.

2.5 Analysis of patient’s investigation.

2.6 Maintaining computer files/ patient files.

2.7 Upkeep of stationary, pharmacy, surgical and disposable stocks.

2.8 Liaising with hospital personnel on investigation and patient difficulties.

2.10 Availability outside normal working hours for emergency situations,

2.11 To note medication and know its possible effects on the test to be carried out, and to instruct patients on discontinuing the appropriate medications prior to investigation,

2.12 To modify or discontinue studies where appropriate.

2.13 To initiate and participate in dealing with medical emergencies including Cardio-Pulmonary resuscitation.

2.14 To attend to the safety of patients during the recording of GI Function.

2.15 Routine measuring of Blood Pressure & Heart Rate.

2.16 To keep abreast of the latest advances within the area of GI Function.
